She reports that she has heard the same basic
things from her patients over and over through the
years.

Her patients say they regret that they did not
have the courage to express their feelings, even if doing
so would have caused others pain.

They say they should have stayed in touch with
their friends and given more time to nurturing
friendships.

It occurs to me that we, as a church, can help
people avoid those regrets.

The church can be that place where you can be
yourself without fear of criticism, reproach,
condemnation or rejection.
